MATHS WEEK ENGLAND ROCKS COMPETITION
We're celebrating Maths Week England by taking part in a friendly times-tables (and
division) competition. The competition runs from 07:30am Monday 14th November to
7:30pm Wednesday 16th November. It's all done online via play.ttrockstars.com.

Children can play in any gamemode with every correct answer to a multiplication or
division question, earning themselves, their class and the school a point. The Times Tables
Rock Stars platform will calculate the class average (the number of correct answers per
pupil in the class who play during the competition hours, subject to a daily 60-minute limit
(see below). Winning classes in the school and in the competition as a whole will be the
ones with the highest average.

To support player wellbeing, there is a daily time limit of 60-minutes per player. In other
words, each child can only earn points for a maximum of an hour a day. In the spirit of the
competition, please don't play on their behalf but by all means encourage and support
them to the extent that it doesn't cause high stress levels or impact on family plans.

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Earrings & PE
We have noticed a number of children have recently had their ears pierced. We would
like to remind you that, for school, only small plain studs are permitted.

In PE lessons, we follow the AfPE safe practice guidelines: children with long hair should
always have it tied back with a soft band; jewellery including earrings should ideally be
removed but, if this is not possible, can be made safe by covering with medical tape. For
certain activities (such as swimming and gymnastics) taping does not always offer
sufficient protection and, in these situations, the teacher in charge of the lesson will
decide what activities the children can safely participate in and may adapt or offer
alternatives if they deem something potentially unsafe.

If your child is unable to remove their earrings on PE days, then staff will help them to
cover them with tape. Please speak to your child’s class teacher if you have any concerns
about this.
