Workshop

The School Community Team have kindly offered to share their
'Understand your child's behaviour' Workshop on Tuesday
3rd June and Tuesday 10th June at 3:15 to be held at
Gooderstone School. 
These sessions are to share methods to support behaviour including:

Ideas to calm situations (de-escalation) to avoid getting to the
